 The county agents have been requested in all counties to take the lead in promoting the milkweed 

project because of their general knowledge of agricultural areas and their acquaintance with the public in the 

counties in which they are working. 

 However, in cooperation with R. T. Glassco, Rock County agent, Mr. Antes is serving as project leader 

in Evansville and will distribute the sacks to those who are willing to help pick and save the pods.  The 

cooperation of everyone, who knows where there is a patch of milkweed, is solicited.
