tour the elevator and storage bins
in the near future.

The class was divided into two
groups, one going with William
Green and the other with Bradley.
The boys were instructed simul-
taneously by both men on their
tour through Green Bros. elevator,
corn testing and drying operation,
as well as leased buildings owned
by Brunsell Co. and F. F. Laufen-
berg, built for storage purposes.

Ben Green states that 2,000
bushels of com can be dried per
day at the elevator, It takes about
six hours for the corn to be proc-
essed through the drier. When
cach load is brought into the ele-
vator from the farm, a sample of
corn is taken, All samples from
each load are mixed, giving a com-
posite test of corn. Government
approved testing equipment un-

'der government regulations and

specifications are used to test all
corn for weight and water content.
In case of disagreement on the
Evansville test, a federal test from
Milwaukee is supplied.

V. H. Laufenberg owns two big
wooden storage buildings, one
holding 120,000 bushels and the
other 90,000 bushels, located on
‘his property north of Brunsell Co.
Ben Green stated this morning
that these buildings are now load-
ed. Corn in storage is tested,
cleancd and kept at specific tem-
peratures by fan regulation set by

automatic thermostat.

The Brunsell bin located near
the old Dog Wagon is made of
galvanized stecl and is filled to
the top with a capacity of 80,000
bushels. Corn is tested regularly
and constantly to keep it from
spoiling.

Farmers who have corn stored
come from -Rock, Green and Dane
counties. They can leave corn for
storage, or July 31 can sell it on
the open market, use it, or turn

it over to Commodity Credit, Inc.
