George Colony

Janesville Daily Gazette — January 3, 1884

At the county house in Johnstown, last evening, after several months’ suffering with cancer in the face, George
Colony passed to his reward. The deceased was an old resident of this city, a mason by trade, and as such was
well-known to this city, and enjoyed the reputation of having piled up more brick and spread more mortar than
any other mason in Janesville. Some years ago he lost his family, with the exception of three sons and one
daughter, and a son in Pennsylvania, and since that time, life seemed a burden to him. For some years, he had
been in the habit of spending the winter at Johnstown, and during the summer would do odd jobs in the city,
thus paying his way during warm weather. The past summer he was so afflicted with the encroachments of the
cancer in his face that he was unfitted for labor, and early in the fall he went to Johnstown to live. The deceased
was about sixty-five years of age, and although alone in the world, he had many friends who cannot, upon
hearing of his earthly end, exclaim “Poor George, he has passed to his final reward”.
