Leave It Wild

Baby animals and birds arc
beginning to show up along
highways and in backyards.
Each year thousands of these
birds and animals are removed
from the wild necdleasly. Well-
meaning people pick them up
believing that their mothers
have abandoned them or have
been killed, 1t is very rare that
an animal will abandon its
young. The wild parent is usual-
Iy hiding nearby watching their
young or they are out gathering
food.

Before you pick a wild crea-
ture remember these things: It is
illegal 10 most wild ani-
mals and birds. Wild creatures
have very restricted dicts and
demanding care needs. Most
wild ones that are picked up
soon die from the wrong type of
care. Many animals and birds
carry diseases that arc casily
transmitied 10 man. Some of
these diseases such as rabees are
fatal. Other vild creatures will
ofien adopt young efter their
mothers are killed. If you see a
wild animal or bird and you
believe the mother has been
killed, don't pick it up. Just note
the location and call your local
DNR office. Keep the wild in
the woods where it belongs.
