Thomas L. Lloyd, Evansville, 80, died at 6 a.m. Saturday at the home of his daughter, Mrs. Chauncey Miles, on 

Garfield avenue, after an illness of 10 days. 

 

Mr. Lloyd was born Feb. 8, 1845, in Radnorshire, Wales, and came to America with his parents when he was 15 

years of age.  They settled on a farm near Albany.  He married Miss Mary Layton, of Albany, on June 6, 1868, 

and for many years they lived on a farm near there.  Mrs. Lloyd died July 21, 1902.  Mr. Lloyd has since then 

spent most of his time with his children here. 

 

Four daughters, Mrs. Chauncey Miles and Mrs. L. Patterson, of this city; Mrs. H. H. Bryan, of Ripon; Ray, of 

Madison.  Eleven grandchildren, one great grandchild, three sisters and one brother, surviving.

HEART ATTACK FATAL TO WILLIAM G. MILES 

 

Prominent Local Sheep Breeder Drops Dead Monday at Farm Home South of City 

 

William G. Miles, 65, prominent Evansville farmer who had spent his entire life in this locality and who was 

one of the best known sheep breeders in the middle west, dropped dead in his farm yard, one mile south of the 

city, at 7 p.m. Monday. 

 

He was found dead in the yard at the rear of the home of one of his employees, death apparently having 

occurred within a moment or two after he collapsed from a heart attack.  Mr. Miles had been in failing health 

for several years, but has continued his work on the farm and only Monday had assisted in loading two double-

decked carloads of sheep for shipment. 

 

Funeral services will be held at 2 p.m. Friday in the Baptist church with the Rev. L. M. Kitzmiller, pastor, 

officiating.  The song service will be presented by members of the church choir.  Pallbearers will be W. G. 

Patterson, Ed Hyne, Marvin Patterson, Frank Francis, Fred Anderson and Richard Meredith.  The body will be 



placed in a vault at Janesville.  Burial will be made here in Maple Hill cemetery early in the spring when 

weather conditions permit. 

 

Mr. Miles' pure bred sheep and lambs have been consistent prize winners at county, state, and international fairs 

and expositions throughout the middle west and west coast.  They have been exhibited at such widely separated 

points as Portland, Ore., and Dallas, Tex., and Mr. Miles was known throughout the sheep breeding industry as 

one of the nation's most successful breeders. 

 

Mr. Miles, son of the late Job and Elizabeth Miles, was born April 26, 1870 on a farm near Albany where he 

grew to young manhood.  He was married February 27, 1895 to Miss Julia Bryan with whom he would have 

celebrated his 41st anniversary today. 

 

Following their marriage, Mr. and Mrs. Miles lived on a farm four miles west of Evansville, until 20 years ago 

when they moved to their present home known as "The City View Farm," located one mile south of the city.  

Mr. Miles who was a member of a number of agricultural organizations, attended the Baptist church here. 

 

Besides his wife, he is survived by three daughters, Mrs. June Wallace, Worland, Wyo., and Mrs. Roscoe 

Haynes and Mrs. Leslie Giles, this city; ten grandchildren; and two brothers, Job and Chauncey Miles, both of 

Evansville.
